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2012 EWC/EWCA International Conference in Beijing, China 

Beijing, China has been selected as the venue for the next 2012 International EWC/EWCA Alumni Conference. 

The primary co-sponsors for the Conference in Beijing are the Ministry of Education and Beijing University. President Morrison met with Vice Minister of Education Hao Ping to discuss plans for the Conference. Hao Ping is an East-West Center alumnus and recipient of the Distinguished Alumni Award. Morrison also met with Yansong Li, Vice President of Beijing University, to discuss the key role Beijing University will play in supporting the Conference.

Beijing was selected because: 1) no EWC international conference has been held in China; 2) there are thousands of EWC alumni in China; 3) Beijing has some of the world's most iconic sites to visit; 4) it is a central location with non-stop air routes to almost all the region's capital cities and 5) costs are relatively low.

The actual date for the Conference is still under review, but preliminary suggestions indicate the Conference may be held in the Fall of 2012. The conference will focus on broad issues of concern to the region including education, development, and leadership. The program format will include plenary sessions, concurrent sessions, cultural presentations, special events, and optional activities.
